The Good $ense Stewardship Ministry began over 18 years ago at Willow Creek Community Church to disciple people in the biblical principles of resource management as part of helping them become fully devoted Christ followers.  

Willow Creek Association surveys as well as other research indicated that stewardship is a top issue in churches today and kindled WCA’s desire to share the Good $ense Stewardship Ministry with churches around the world.

The Good $ense Movement is driven by the desire that every church and believer would practice biblically based stewardship and experience the resultant spiritual, emotional and relational joy and freedom.

The purpose of the Good $ense Movement is to help leaders build year-around stewardship ministries in the local church. 

The Good $ense ministry teaches, trains and coaches the congregation concerning God-honoring money management, and supports pastoral teaching on good stewardship.


The Good $ense Ministry Kit

The Good $ense Movement’s foundational tool for helping the local church is the Good $ense kit. It contains everything a church leader needs to implement a biblically based stewardship ministry that helps facilitate the spiritual growth that leads to God honoring resource management, and has three components that :  

1) cast vision and detail implementation

2) teach and equip biblical and budgeting basics

3) train budget counselors to assist and encourage those in financial need

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1) Vision Video/Implementation guide

“how to start a stewardship ministry that stimulates spiritual growth”

This portion of the kit contains a video that details the need for a Good $ense ministry, and seeks to gain church leadership support.  The Implementation Guide provides the stewardship leader with the step-by-step road map for implementing the ministry, including specific actions in each of the processes’ four phases  – Commitment, Development, Launch, and Expansion.


2) Good $ense Budget Course

“biblical financial principles for transforming your finances and your life”

This course is the foundational six-hour course that provides the biblical principles and budgeting basics for God-honoring stewardship.  It provides participants with culturally relevant and easily understood concepts as well as the tools to develop a plan that will remove money as a barrier and lead to spiritual and financial freedom, while honoring God with their resources.

Stewardship leaders will receive everything they need to organize, lead and teach this course: Leaders Guide, Participants Guide, Power Point presentation of the material and a video utilized to supplement key teaching points.

3) Counselor Training Workshop

“equipping you to help others transform their finances and life”

This seven-hour workshop trains pre-screened, spiritually mature volunteers to provide those in financial need with assistance and encouragement.  It trains counselors to analyze the client’s situation, provide counsel concerning action steps, establish accountability and encourages them in the journey toward spiritual and financial freedom. 

Stewardship leaders are given all the tools necessary to identify and lead counselors and teach the course.  This portion of the kit provides a Leaders Guide, Participants Guide, Power Point presentation, a segmented video with case studies, role plays, and testimonies to supplement course teaching and training.
